RULES AND REGULATIONS

Pacifichem 2010 Exposition – Honolulu, HI

December 15-20, 2010
1. DEFINED TERMS:  The term “Exposition” means the exposition is co-sponsored by American Chemical Society, the Canadian Society for Chemistry, the Chemical Society of Japan, the New Zealand Institute of Chemistry, the Royal Australian Chemical Institute, the Korean Chemical Society, and the Chinese Chemical Society to be held in Honolulu, HI, from December 16-18, 2010.  The term “Show Management” refers to Pacifichem, its officers, directors, agents, affiliates, representatives, employees, and assigns, unless the context states otherwise.  The term “Exhibitor” means the organization or person or any of its officers, directors, shareholders, employees, contractors, agents, or representatives that applied for exhibit space rental and agreed to enter into this contract.
2. SPACE CONTRACT & PAYMENTS:  Booth reservations will not be confirmed without the required payment and return of one (1) signed contract to Pacifichem Secretariat.  For your company to be listed in the meeting programs your booth must be reserved and your corporate description submitted to Pacifichem Secretariat by Monday, August 16, 2010.  Full payment for Pacifichem 2010 booth space will be due 30 days after the date of the contract, but no later than September 1, 2010.  Reservations made on or after September 10, will require 100% payment at the time the booth is reserved.
3. EXPOSITION PURPOSE:  Exhibit space is made available by Pacifichem for the exclusive purpose of imparting useful information to its members and professional attendees about products and services for the chemical, chemical engineering, and scientific communities.   Exhibitors are urged to be informative and educational in their exhibits and in any related printed matter.  Pacifichem, in its sole judgment, reserves the right to prohibit any exhibitor from displaying or advertising any products or services which are considered offensive, violate Pacifichem rules, or do not meet the stated exposition purpose.
4. SPACE SUBLET:  No exhibitor shall assign, sublet, or share the whole or any part of his assigned space without prior written approval of Pacifichem.
5. SPACE CANCELLATION:  Pacifichem reserves the right to cancel an exhibitor’s space assignment for any reason, including delinquent payment for booth space.  If an exhibitor chooses to cancel their booth space, notification must be submitted in writing.  For cancellations received on or before July 15, 2010, Pacifichem shall refund the entire paid rental fee for cancelled space.  For cancellations received on or after July 15, 2010, ACS will retain 100% of the paid rental fee as liquidated damages.  Exhibitors canceling booth space cannot apply partial or full payments towards contracted space at other Pacifichem expositions.
6. SPACE ASSIGNMENT:  Pacifichem will attempt to honor the space selected by an exhibitor in accordance with the order in which a booth reservation is made.  If a booth has already been assigned, Pacifichem reserves the right to assign space as equitably as possible.  The method of determining space assignments shall be established by Pacifichem and may be changed from time to time in order to accommodate what Pacifichem perceives is in the best interest of the exposition.  Pacifichem reserves the right to modify the floor plan as conditions warrant.
7. SPACE RENTAL:  All booths are 8’ x 10’ booths unless otherwise noted.  Each space rental includes a) standard 8’ high backwall drape and 3’ high side rail drapes; b) standard (7” x 44”) company identification sign; c) 6’ skirted table; d) 2 side chairs; e) wastebasket.

8. ADDITIONAL BOOTH FURNISHINGS:  Your space rental does not include electricity, telephone/Internet, display materials, etc.  Information on available booth furnishings and other exhibitor services will be provided in the Exhibitor Service Kit.
9. BOOTH OCCUPANCY:  Booths must be staffed at all times during show hours.  11AM-5PM on Thursday, December 16 & Friday, December 17, and Saturday, December 18 11AM-2PM. 
10. BOOTH RESTRICTIONS:  Displays should not be placed in such a manner as to interfere with neighboring exhibitors or with normal traffic flow in the aisles.  No booth shall exceed 8’ in height, and no display materials exceeding 4’ in height may be placed in the front half of the booth.  
11. FIRE PRECAUTIONS:  Exhibitors cannot use combustible decorations or materials in any manner.  Volatile or flammable matter or any substance prohibited by state, local, or insurance authorities will not be permitted.  
12. LIABILITY:  Exhibitors expressly assume all risk associated with or arising in connection with Exhibitor’s participation or presence at exposition, including all risks of theft, loss, harm, or injury to person, property, business, profits of exhibitor or its agents, representatives, employees, contractors, and/or any other person under its direction, whether caused by negligence, intentional act, accident, Act of God, or otherwise.  Exhibitor has sole responsibility for its property or any theft, damage, or other loss to such property while in transit to or from the Exhibit Facility, inside the Exhibit Facility or otherwise.  Loss, damage or destruction of Exhibit Facility property used by the exhibitor or property brought onto the premises in exhibitor’s behalf shall be the sole responsibility of exhibitor.  Each exhibitor also assumes full responsibility and liability for all injury to any and all persons or property that is in any way caused by exhibitor’s display, exhibitor, its agents, representatives, contractors, or employees.  Exhibitors agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Exhibit Facility, the legal entities that own, lease, and/or operate said facility, and the Pacifichem (American Chemical Society (ACS), Canadian Society for Chemistry (CSC), Chemical Society of Japan CSJ) and its members, officers, directors, contractors, or employees against all risks, damages, and liability whatsoever arising from any or all damage to property or personal injury as described in this paragraph.
13. EXHIBITOR INSURANCE:  Each exhibiting company and its agents, representatives, and contractors shall carry adequate liability insurance in a minimum amount of $1.0 million that protects against all risks which may occur by reason of wrongful or negligent acts or omissions hereunder.  Liability insurance is to be secured at least 30 days prior to the event.  ACS, CSC & CSJ and the Hilton Hawaiian Village shall be listed as additional insured on all such policies.
14. EXHIBITOR BADGES:  each exhibiting company will receive two (2) badges without charge for each 8’ x 10’ exhibit space.  Additional badges will be available for $50 each.  These exhibitor badges do not entitle exhibitors to attend technical sessions.
15. Pacifichem Show management reserves the right to modify these rules and regulations at its discretion.
16. NO SMOKING: No smoking in exhibit hall at any time including set-up and dismantle.
17. Pacifichem Show management reserves the right to modify these rules and regulations at its discretion.
